CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after convulsions.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his mother since he has learning disabilities. Mother stated that the patient had seizure while he was home last week and it lasted for less than two minutes and the patient was consciousness after that. He was then taken to the emergency room and had a complete workup done and he was sent home on divalproex 250 mg tablet two tablets twice a day and the dose was increased and since then the patient has been free of convulsions. The patient did not injure himself or falling down.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
I had a long discussion with mother regarding the patient’s treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
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
