CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for right knee weakness and right side upper and lower extremities.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient’s information is obtained through interpreting family member stated that the patient has weakness in the right knee especially upon going up and down the stairs, even though the patient is in very limited activity. The knee pain level is 5 or 6 and it is relieved after resting.
The patient continues to have right-sided weakness and he has undergone physical therapy. The patient encouraged to do the stretching exercise at home.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is currently not able to work and he does stretching exercise at home and the patient is advised on low-carb diet.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and it improved after resting.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema and the patient uses walker at times.
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
