FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

Ms. Brisby was seen at 6:15 p.m. today at her residence on 14815 Swansea Harbor Lane in Houston, Texas. This is a 60-year-old woman who resides with her sister Hilda and her daughter who are her primary caregivers. She is currently on hospice with history Alzheimer’s dementia. She is divorced, originally from Houston. She used to work at Memorial Hermann Hospital as an administrator. She has had increased confusion. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She also suffers from history of stroke, left-sided weakness, and diabetes with control blood sugar since she is not eating very much. She appeared to be confused. She is oriented to person only. At the time of evaluation, she was shaking and quite agitated. The patient’s family is using her medications to help with agitation and they report to me that she has been much weaker, having issues with walking to the point that she just gets up from her bed to the chair with help. She is high risk of fall. She has lost weight. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She has sundowner’s syndrome. Her KPS score is 40%. The patient has lost at least 5 pounds in the past month. Again, she is sleeping lot more than she used to, 12 to 16 hours a day and stays in bed most of the day. The patient’s agitation is related to her end-stage dementia. The patient is having difficulty with swallowing. She has had issues with aspiration as well as decreased appetite. Her daughter and her sister would like to keep her at home as much as possible. The patient becomes agitated to the point that she refuses medication from time to time. She is total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. Continues to deteriorate as far as her end-stage dementia is concerned.
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
