This is a 66-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with COPD, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, and increased leg pain related to neuropathic pain.

The patient is eating very little. He is more short of breath. He has weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition related to his end-stage COPD.

I was asked to see the patient today because of increased pain and possibly increasing the patient’s pain medication.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed.
The patient’s care was discussed with Sierra, the patient’s caregiver, as far as his decreased appetite and increased shortness of breath; the patient is refusing oxygen, there is oxygen available.

As far as pain medication is concerned, I am going to recommend adding Neurontin to the patient’s regimen and not increasing the patient’s pain medication at this time. The pain appears to be neuropathic in origin and Neurontin at 300 mg b.i.d. with increasing dosage in the future would help with the patient’s pain control.
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
