This is an 81-year-old woman whom I was asked to see today because of increased confusion, change in mental status, agitation; requiring more medication for agitation, and end-stage Lewy body dementia.

We had a long talk with the patient’s son-in-law and her daughter regarding her overall prognosis. The patient is anxious. She has had a few falls in the past two weeks. She is eating very little. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has symptoms of both auditory and visual hallucinations, which is the hallmark of Lewy body dementia.

A hospital bed was recommended, but the family has no room for a hospital bed because she is at high risk of fall.

The patient’s current medication is helping her agitation, but she is now sleeping more, 12 to 14 hours a day, which is a huge concern for the patient’s daughter. I had a long discussion again with the patient’s daughter and son-in-law regarding Lewy body dementia and what to expect and the fact that the patient’s progression of her disease has been quite rapid, is very much consistent with Lewy body dementia. At the time of leaving the residence, the family felt more at ease, although sad, they have now more realistic expectation as far as the patient’s condition is concerned and overall prognosis.

Prognosis remains grave. The patient continues to be hospice appropriate.
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
