FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

Ms. Moreno was seen at her residence today at 7 p.m. She is a 66-year-old woman currently on hospice with congestive heart failure. She also has a history of spinal cord tumor and is quadriplegic. The patient has severe pain and shortness of breath. She requires morphine to control her pain. She refuses to wear her oxygen.

The patient has had recurrent urinary tract infections. The patient tells me that she is in pain all the time. When I ask her why she does not take the morphine, she states that she is afraid of to take her morphine just like she is afraid to take her oxygen. The patient’s overall prognosis is quite poor. The patient is totally bedbound, ADL dependent, and bowel and bladder incontinent. Her KPS score is 40%. She continues to lose weight and suffers from decreased appetite and protein-calorie malnutrition. Continues to remain hospice appropriate. Overall prognosis is quite poor.
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
