This is a 66-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of severe protein-calorie malnutrition. She also has a history of B12 deficiency on B12 supplementation starting a month or two ago, hypothyroidism severe, history of NASH, hypertension, DVT, coronary artery disease, and gastritis. The patient continues to have pedal edema despite being on Lasix and hydrochlorothiazide. The patient complains of diarrhea and is in severe pain, requires pain medication on a regular basis. She is totally bed bound. She lives with her family. Charles, her nephew, is present today at the time of face-to-face evaluation that took place at the patient’s home at 6:15 p.m. The patient’s pedal edema is multifactorial with protein-calorie malnutrition and decreased protein/albumin. The patient most likely will never resolve her edema. The patient’s protein intake was increased, but she refuses to take it because she does not like the taste. The patient’s hypothyroidism is being treated with Synthroid, which the patient had been on for some time. The patient also suffers from alcoholic liver disease, alcoholic neuropathy, and as I mentioned, B12 deficiency that is being supplemented at this time. She has a KPS score of 40%, total ADL dependency once again. The patient has O2 in place with the saturation of 95% on oxygen. The patient is bed bound, KPS score of 40%. Overall prognosis remains quite poor.
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
