This is a 67-year-old woman who was seen today for face-to-face evaluation at 4:30 p.m. at her residence. She has end-stage COPD, O2 dependency, severe protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased weight, decreased appetite, bowel and bladder incontinent, and ADL dependency. She also has a history of chronic pain in lower extremities. She is eating very little. Pain is in the knees and hips related to DJD.

The patient’s Tylenol No. 3 was recently increased to two to three times a day, which is helping her pain. She is now mostly bed bound. She gets out of bed very little, only with help. She also has severe muscle wasting and tachycardia. She continues to smoke with the help of family members. She does not want to quit smoking and she has stated in the past that she wants to continue to smoke till she dies. Also, suffers from severe debilitation and protein-calorie malnutrition. Overall prognosis remains poor. KPS score is 40%. The patient’s hypoxemia and tachycardia are related to her end-stage COPD. O2 saturation in the face of oxygen is at 91% at 2 liters.
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
