He has had no issues with fever, chills, difficulty swallowing and the rash is not present on the palm of his hand or sole of his feet and it is just a few insect bites noted on the lower legs and one on the right cheek.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
ALLERGIES: None.
MEDICATIONS: None at this time.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother. There is no smoking exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Stable.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Insect bites as were noted one on the right cheek and a few on the lower extremities, but none involving the soles or the palm of hand or feet.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Insect bites.

2. Definitely. no sign of hand-foot-and-mouth disease.

3. No fever.

4. Release the patient back to daycare today with a note.
