This is a letter on behalf of Mr. Michael Hadley upcoming spinal cord stimulator trial by Dr. Timothy Spencer to be done at Oaklawn Hospital.  From the renal standpoint, I have no objections.  He has chronic kidney disease stage IV, stable overtime without symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Do not anticipate immediate dialysis.  He also has underlying COPD, CHF and morbid obesity.  He has stable mild anemia of 12.7, elevated bicarbonate likely representing compensatory effect of COPD hypoventilation.  There has been normal potassium, sodium, calcium and nutrition.  Last visit was in March.  I do not need to see him again.  Labs are available in the computer April 30, 2024.  If I can be of any further assistance, do not hesitate contact me.  We want to avoid antiinflammatory agents including Toradol.
