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DOB: 
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This is a 69-year-old woman with stage IV pancreatic cancer, was visited today at home for a therapeutic paracentesis. The patient has large amount of ascites present. She underwent paracentesis last, last week where 4-5 liters of fluid was removed. The patient tonight was found to be in mild-to-moderate distress. She is on pain medication, but the family tells me she is no longer able to take p.o. medications and they are going to treat her with fentanyl patch and the lorazepam and the morphine that are in the comfort pack now. The patient is again dying of stage IV pancreatic cancer with metastasis, in severe pain, anemic, obtunded, KPS score of 30%.
PROCEDURE: After consent was obtained, 3.5 to 4 liters of fluid was removed from the abdominal cavity via paracentesis method without any complication. The patient tolerated the procedure well. The blood pressure and heart rate remained stable during the procedure.
Family was very thankful and the patient will be kept comfortable the next few days to weeks; she has very little time left on this earth.
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
