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CHIEF COMPLAINT: Followup of dog bite.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 41-year-old woman comes in with dog bite to the left ankle. The patient is currently taking Keflex without any problems.
There is no evidence of infection. There is granulation present. There is no abscess formation present. The wound was covered and dressed by me today and the patient was told to continue with the Keflex 500 mg t.i.d. till it is gone and, if any changes noted; redness, heat, or any other problems, to call me. She is tolerating antibiotics well and no nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea noted. Today’s visit was based on time; 15 minutes spent with the patient.
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
