1. Headache.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 25-year-old gentleman, machinist, not married, has a steady girlfriend, not around any children. He does smoke one to two cigarettes a day. Does not drink on regular basis. He comes in with the above-mentioned symptoms for the past four days.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, awake and in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 205 pounds. Temperature 99%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 20. Pulse 58. Blood pressure 127/70.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Chest x-ray shows no pneumonia.
2. Because of his abdominal pain, we looked at his abdomen. His gallbladder, liver, kidneys and spleen are normal.
3. Because of the “neck swelling,” we looked at his neck, he does have copious lymphadenopathy consistent with sinusitis and 0.4 cm thyroid cyst on the left side.
4. Because of his palpitations, we looked at his echocardiogram, which was completely within normal limits with ejection fraction between 65 and 70.
5. The patient was given Rocephin 1 gram now, Decadron 8 mg now.
6. The patient also was given a prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak.
7. Flu is negative.
8. COVID is negative.
9. Step is negative.
10. All was discussed with the patient before leaving.
