The patient is seen today with a crush injury of his right index finger at work for a pipe company. He states two pipes rolled together, hurting the finger. He describes moderate amount of pain 5/10.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Noted to be evidence of injury to the right distal index finger with near avulsion of the nail with injury to the nailbed.

X-ray was obtained and showed fracture of distal tuft of distal phalanx. The patient had Betadine soak. He states he had a tetanus shot within 10 years, so booster was not given. Hand surgeon was contacted and arrangements are being made to refer the patient to a hand surgeon to be seen as soon as possible, hopefully today. In the meantime, temporary dressing was applied with a finger brace and the patient to be seen by hand surgeon.
