PAST PSYCH HISTORY: Outpatient history.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of breast implant, history of triple bypass, history of prostate CA, history of weight loss, history of hypertension, history of alcohol abuse, and abnormal labs.

PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is born and brought up in Michigan. The patient is electrician by profession. He has one brother.
