IDENTIFYING DATA: This is a 20-year-old African American female who was brought in with petition as the patient was becoming angry and irritated. She had argument with her mother related to her biological father. The patient was upset. She felt that she wants to kill herself and kill her mother. Later on, she states she was feeling hopeless and helpless. She had some issues related to weed. The patient works as a hair designer. She feels that she is working more at home. At the time of admission, she was feeling frustrated, disturbed. Police were involved, was brought in.

PAST PSYCH HISTORY: Only outpatient history.

PAST LEGAL HISTORY: The patient was arrested for possession and she was “prosecuted possession of the weapon.” The patient states that really it was a toy gun, but she has gone through all that. The patient feels angry about it.

PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient was born and brought up in Michigan, disorganized family. There are stepbrothers and half-brothers, stepsisters and half-sisters. The patient presently lives with her mother. The patient when she was 2 years old, there was an issue about sexual abuse by uncle. When she was 7 years old, a neighbor raped her. The patient has issue about questionable gang rape after that. The patient feels frustrated about it. The patient has somehow anger related to her family situation.

The patient completed 11th grade and then completed cosmetology. She is working at this time. The patient is not married. She does not have any children.

MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: Exam at the time of discharge, this is an African American female, well dressed, caring for her hair. She gave fair eye contact. Speech is slow and goal-directed. Reaction time is normal. Verbal productivity is normal, no halting or blocking noted. No flights of ideas noted. Denied any suicidal or homicidal ideations. Stated mood is okay. Affect is normal, full in range. Appropriate thought content. The patient is oriented x 3. She could participate in a formal mental status examination. Insight is poor. Judgment is fair.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this time, we will discharge the patient. She is going to go with the mother. The patient wants to attend funeral of one of the brothers who passed away who is a half-brother. The patient is going to continue taking her medication. She denied suicide or homicide ideation. Her family support is okay. Her intelligence is average. We will discharge her today. The patient will go to the outpatient with Community Mental Health. 
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
