CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 69-year-old white male with fatigue.

HPI: The patient is a 69-year-old male who reports episodes of fatigue since a recent hospitalization. He reports having an industrial injury necessitating spine surgery. Following the surgery in April, he was found to have fluid collection. He stated that his ESR, C-reactive protein were all noted to be elevated. He underwent incision and drainage for the fluid collection. The patient stated that he is now here for evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He underwent spine surgery.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Amlodipine 5 mg one daily.

2. Norco 5/325 mg one daily.

3. Tamsulosin 0.4 mg one b.i.d.

4. Fluocinolone acetonide apply to scalp p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father had minor CVA and hypertension.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes alcohol use, but denies cigarette smoking or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Gastrointestinal: He reports heartburn and abdominal pain. He further reports constipation.

Genitourinary: He has frequency of urination.

Psychiatric He has depression.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 118/61, pulse 67, respiratory rate 12, height 70” and weight 142.8 pounds.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 60 beats per minute. There is atrial premature complex. Otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:

1. Fatigue.

2. Abnormal EKG.

3. History of hypertension.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.

PLAN: Echocardiogram, CBC, Chem-20, TSH, urinalysis, T3, ESR, C-reactive protein, and ultrasound of the abdomen.
