DIAGNOSES: MCA, CVA 01/20/24, word apraxia, dysphagia, gait instability improved, anxiety disorder and HLD.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is pleasant, alert female, engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/69, pulse 71, respirations 14 and weight 112 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently in her room a walker for distance. She continues with PT and states that she feels like it is got a lot for her and it shows no lower extremity edema.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
NEURO: Orientation x3. Her speech is clear. She at times has to stop and word find that her speech has notably improved from admission.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Medication request. Colace 100 mg b.i.d. ordered.
