CC: Followup on right foot.
HPI: A 61-year-old wheelchair-bound patient who has right side hemiplegia and has had scaling and dryness of the plantar surface right foot. I ordered a course of triamcinolone cream to be applied a.m. and h.s. to the bottom of his foot and tops of his toes and then to keep covered, so today looking at it, his skin is smooth. There is no flaking. He smiles when he looks at his wife and I asked him if he was happy with the results and it was an emphatic yes. I told him that now that his foot was healed that we did not have to do the routine use of it and could do it p.r.n. I asked if he would remember to ask for it if needed, he shook his head yes as he can only communicate with grunt or nodding his head and so I told him it would be available to him as needed and he would just have to somehow indicate it to a staff member familiar with this issue.
DIAGNOSES: Status post CVA with above-noted issues, depression, GERD and history of right plantar surface dryness with scaling resolved.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/08/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Alert gentleman seen in room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/75, pulse 75, respiratory rate 18, and 223 pounds.
NEURO: Makes eye contact. He knows what he is trying to communicate and understands what said. He will grunt and/or gesture to indicate response.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is not able to move his right side at all to take the sock off his foot and then, exam of his foot, there is no dryness or flaking on the plantar surface and the top of his foot is also dry, clean, no flaking or dryness noted.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Athlete’s foot, bottom right foot with secondary peeling and dryness resolved. TCM cream will be p.r.n. b.i.d. and we will indicate to staff who is familiar with him how to indicate that he wants it p.r.n.
