HPI: A 98-year-old female with recent cutaneous candida of low back, h.s. and Calmoseptine cream q.a.m. The patient states that she no longer has discomfort in that area whatever position she is seated in and impressed upon her good hygiene that she needs to be showered and cleaned in that area in order to avoid continuing recurrence. She is quiet, does not say anything, but showering is something that she had been more and more reluctant to do.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cutaneous candida in the coccyx into a perirectal area resolved with treatment of nystatin powder and Calmoseptine. I am changing the nystatin powder to q.d. p.r.n. and will continue with Calmoseptine q.a.m.
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
