CC: Medication issues and UA followup.
HPI: A 68-year-old female seen last week for the first time. She told me that she thought she had a urinary tract infection and she gave these vague reasons as to why and I told her that the way to find out is that we would get a urine specimen, send it off and she was in agreement with that. I have pointed out that she is on doxycycline 100 mg q.d. started by a physician in Kentucky for UTI prophylaxis and she may have a clear UA because of that. The patient is also on cholestyramine and was taking it daily, she states that she did not know why she is on the medication and does not like taking it, talked about decreasing the frequency and she is in agreement with that. She also asked if melatonin can be discontinued. She does not think she needs it and she does not like the way that it tastes, so I said if she thinks she can sleep without it, then certainly we will discontinue it.
DIAGNOSES: Status post liver transplant, major depressive disorder, osteoporosis, GERD, and history of migraines.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from admit.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE and MOBIC.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably in room, alert and speaks her mind.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Moves limbs in a normal range of motion, did not observe weight bearing. No lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x 2. She has to reference for date and time. At times, her affect is unusual given situation; as when I told her she did not have a UTI per the UA obtained, she stated that she disagreed with that that she was told she had a UTI and I told her if I saw results different, then I would let her know, but for right now it is no UTI.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. UA followup. Results show no growth after two days, so UTI negative.

2. Hypertension on propranolol 40 mg b.i.d. We will have BP and HR check b.i.d. for two weeks and we will review and adjust medications as need indicated.

3. General care. CMP, CBC and TSH ordered.
