CC: Followup post URI treatment and lab review.

HPI: A 91-year-old female seen today. She was sitting out in the dayroom with other residents and was cooperative to being seen. The patient states that she is eating and staff reports that she does generally about 50% of two meals a day. She has good water intake. She denies any sleep difficulties. She has had no recent falls.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia stable, gait instability uses rolling walker today was in a wheelchair that she can propel, HTN, HLD, atrial fibrillation on Eliquis, chronic back pain and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Haldol 0.25 mg at 3 p.m. routine, Lasix 40 mg MWF, D3 5000 IUs q.d., PreserVision q.d., Lipitor 20 mg h.s., Megace 40 mg q.d., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., and diclofenac gel b.i.d. to right shoulder.

ALLERGIES: LATEX.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert, makes eye contact, and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/85, pulse 83, temperature 98.0, respirations 18, and weight 146 pounds.

HEENT: Sclerae are clear. Corrective lenses in place. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm with a systolic ejection murmur, right and left atria. No rub or gallop.
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ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: Cooperative. She makes eye contact. She was quiet. She looks content. She was cooperative and just kind of why I did not say much, but no evidence of distress.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Follow up after initiation of Haldol for sundowning. This appears to be stable without sedation, so we will continue.

2. Bilateral lower extremity edema. She has responded to Lasix initially 40 mg q.d. for five days, started on 05/10/24 to 05/15/24 and now is receiving on MWF only.
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
