CC: Followup post MVA.
HPI: An 88-year-old female seen in room; earlier, I had seen her in the doorway of a beauty shop, I guess her husband was having his hair done, she would call out to me as I walked by, but I did not recognize her. So, seen in room today. She was cooperative and I asked if she knew why I was seeing her, she said because “I was in a car accident.” So, it turns out that on 05/20, the patient had a car here at the facility and she got in it and drove into Oklahoma City looking for the DME Company where she gets her O2 tubing and supplies from, she said she got lost, could not find it, was trying to make a U-turn, but did not turn a sharp end of corner and ended up jumping up over the curb and smashing into a tree. Police and an ambulance were called, she was taken to IBMC and her son who is a radiologist was called, he came up and looked at her x-rays and head CT, nothing acute found. Her car was towed to Bob Moore Collision and she was brought back to facility. I asked how she was feeling and she said she was fine. Denied feeling banged up or having any residual soreness. I asked if she had talked to her family about the accident and she said “no,” that she does not really talk to them about those things. As to her son who is present, I asked if he had any comment, she said “no; once things were done, he went on his way and she returned to facility” she said “by ambulance.” When I asked her if she thought it was safe for her to be driving anymore, she said “why would it not be” and told me that she drives into Oklahoma City or Edmond a couple of times a week; she has adult children that live in Edmond and then takes herself to her own doctors’ appointments, and again, this is by her report. I just talked to her about the safety once she is on continuous O2 that affects cognition and cognition being affected affects reaction time and she has not only the interstitial pulmonary fibrosis, but atrial fibrillation, hypertension and she is anticoagulated with Coumadin. The patient did not seem to make a big issue about the accident; I think in part she did not want to draw any further attention to it, so she could remain driving.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and quite verbal.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/63, pulse 82, temperature 97.0, and respirations 19.
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NEURO: She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She does not seem alarmed by the car accident and does not feel that there should be any effect on her continued driving and it is unclear whether her POA is aware.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She gets around in an electric scooter that she operates safely. She has trace lower extremity edema, is weightbearing and self-transfers.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with fair turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Status post MVA followup. The patient does not seem at all to make an issue of it, states that she feels fine, denies soreness and has gone about her routine activities. I did place a call to Cindy Conant, her daughter, but the phone rang and then it went dead, so anyway I think one of her sons whose name I do not know was by her report present in the ER and aware of it, so at least her immediate family knows.
