CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is here with history of sore throat and fever for two to three days with pustules in his mouth for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Occasional strep October last year.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Also, noted red spots on his right hand x 2 and left hand x 1.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx, slightly enlarged, without exudates. Neck: 1+ nontender adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Solitary, slightly inflamed lesions on the left and right arms x 2 mm, two on right hand and one on left. Small elevated pustules noted on right tongue and mucosa x 1.
The patient had strep test performed which was positive for strep.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Strep pharyngitis, active stomatitis in the mouth, and questionable limited petechiae on hands, insignificant.

PLAN: The patient is to take amoxicillin for 10 days. Over-the-counter NSAIDs. Tylenol p.r.n. Use Orajel topically on tongue if necessary.
