Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without abnormalities. Extremities: Without abnormalities.

IMPRESSION: Minor head injury without concussion.

PLAN: The patient was given headache precautions with observation. Follow up with PCP and here if necessary.
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
