The patient presents with history of fever of 100.8, with cough, congestion, and matting eyes for the past three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of allergic rhinitis, on Zyrtec and Histex.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slightly inflamed conjunctiva of both eyes. 1+ pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing done which were negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with viral pharyngitis and conjunctivitis in both eyes.

PLAN: Given erythromycin ophthalmic to take with Z-PAK and also albuterol ampules to use in nebulizer, with followup with pediatrician, with followup here p.r.n., to go to the emergency room for increasing respiratory distress or worsening of the condition.
