CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 40-year-old Hispanic male referred for cardiac evaluation.

HPI: The patient is a 40-year-old male with history of chest pain, which he stated, occurs approximately 10 p.m. at night. The pain is intensified at nighttime. He has had no exertional chest pain or shortness of breath. He has no associated symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Omega-3 1 g daily.

2. Atorvastatin 20 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient notes occasional alcohol use. Otherwise unremarkable.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable. He does report nervousness and _______.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 111/63, pulse 60, respiratory rate 20, height 65” and weight 170.2 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm with grade 2/6 systolic murmur.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates a sinus rhythm of 63 beats per minute. No specific ST-T wave abnormality. Otherwise, normal ECG.

IMPRESSION: A 40-year-old male who was referred for cardiac evaluation. Chest pain most likely consistent with gastroesophageal reflux disease; however, given age and history of hypercholesterolemia, we will rule out ischemia. He has a murmur and we will refer for echo for evaluation of that murmur.
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
