5. Plavix 75 mg daily.

6. Lipitor 80 mg h.s.

7. Vitamin D b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Grandmother had CVA.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports marijuana use. Denies cigarette smoking or other drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
