CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 28-year-old Hispanic female referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

HPI: The patient is a 28-year-old female who reports headaches and blurry vision. She has had blurry vision of approximately one-year duration. She reports left-sided headache. The headache is associated with blurry vision especially of the left eye. She further reports symptoms of nausea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:  Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies cigarettes, alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/63, pulse 80, respiratory rate 16, height 55” and weight 119.2. pounds.

Cardiovascular: Examination reveals regular rate and rhythm with soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border. There is no increased JVD.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 79 beats per minute and is otherwise normal.

IMPRESSION:

1. Murmur.

2. Headache consistent with migraine.

PLAN: Echocardiogram. Further recommendations for treatment of migraine.
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
