A:
Aspiration pneumonia, hypertension, NIDDM, recent stroke, and hyperlipidemia.

P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient was started on Levaquin for aspiration pneumonia.  He is tolerating tube feeding well.  He is still coughing.  He is on supplemental oxygen.  He continues to be at high risk for further complications.
