Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Beverly with chronic kidney disease, hematuria, negative serological workup, and negative urology workup.  Last visit in November.  All teeth were removed.  She has been treated for dentures to be delivered soon.  Weight down few pounds.  Extensive review of systems being done being negative.  Comes accompanied with family member.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Remains anticoagulated with Eliquis.  I want to highlight the losartan, labetalol, takes cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 120, blood pressure 128/78, at home here was 160/80 right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No major edema.  No neurological changes.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.15 representing a GFR of 51 stage III.  Other chemistries reviewed.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  Does have microscopic hematuria, anatomically negative urological workup.  Serological testing nothing impressive to suggest a renal biopsy, clinically stable.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis or volume overload.  She has white-coat hypertension.  Tolerating maximum dose of losartan.  She has small kidneys without obstruction.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and hemoglobin stable.  No indication for a renal biopsy as she will not change treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
