IDENTIFYING DATA: This is a 28-year-old white single male who lives at 388 West Hayes Avenue, Hazel Park, Michigan.

REASON FOR ADMISSION: Bizarre thoughts and bizarre ideation.
The patient was brought in with the help of police as the patient was becoming restless and irritable. The patient was losing control. He was responding to internal cues. He was slapping himself. He was talking to himself. He was talking with imaginary people. He was not taking care of his personal hygiene and grooming. The patient was becoming disorganized and restless.
The patient has a guardian that is his mother. The patient is living in a group home. Group home called police. The patient was brought in.
PAST PSYCH HISTORY: Long psych history, at least 20 admissions. The patient follows Easterseals.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of weight loss, history of noncompliance, history of anemia, and urinary tract infection.
PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient was born and brought up in Michigan in an intact family. The patient completed 9th grade education. He presently lives in a group home. Long history of mental illness from father and mother’s side. One brother committed suicide. Mother is around who is his guardian.
The patient lives in a group home.

HOSPITAL COURSE: The patient was brought in. The hospital course was rocky; he was going up and down with multiple problems. At the time of discharge, the patient is not suicidal and not homicidal. 
MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: At the time of discharge, this is a white male. He gave fair eye contact. Speech is slow and goal-directed. Reaction time is normal. Verbal productivity is normal. No halting or blocking noted. No flights of ideas noted. Stated mood is sad. Affect is labile, full in range. Appropriate thought content. The patient is oriented x 3.
