IDENTIFYING DATA: This is a 37-year-old white single female who was brought as the patient was losing control; she had suicidal thoughts; she was having multiple tics. The patient has a history of Tourette’s syndrome. The patient was having multiple problems. She was hitting people. She at times was becoming quite out of control. She was brought in and was admitted.

PAST PSYCH HISTORY: Outpatient history and inpatient history. The patient follows outpatient. 
PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: The patient was born and brought up in Michigan in an intact family. The patient is the only one who has that type of illness. She has two sisters and one brother. Nobody else has that. The patient presently lives with mother.

The patient completed 10th grade education. She is presently not working. She is at home. She has disability because of the Tourette’s syndrome.
HOSPITAL COURSE: The patient was brought in and was started on medication. We changed all her medication and moved her to Haldol. The patient’s tics started improving. At the time of discharge, her Tourette’s is a lot under control. The patient started handling stress, started feeling better at the time of discharge. 
MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION: This is a white obese female who gave fair eye contact. Speech is goal-directed. Reaction time is normal. Verbal productivity is normal. No halting or blocking noted. No flights of ideas noted. The patient talked about *__________*. Stated mood is sad. Affect is depressed, full in range. Appropriate thought content. The patient is oriented x 3. She could participate into formal mental status examination. Insight is limited. Judgment is poor.
