Jennifer Hill was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Peripheral neuropathy.

3. Nephropathy.

4. Charcot joint.

5. Goiter.

6. Sarcoidosis.

7. Morbid obesity.

8. Hypothyroidism due to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

Current Medications: Toujeo 50 units at bedtime, Mounjaro 10 mg weekly, NovoLog 5 to 10 units as needed, Levoxyl 0.112 mg six days per week, and Janumet 50/500 mg b.i.d.

On this visit, she appeared to be doing quite well apart from occasional hypoglycemic reactions but was having a good response to her recent medication changes.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/80, weight 239 pounds, and BMI is 37.8. The thyroid gland was slightly enlarged but no changes from previous. There is no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c 6%.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with comorbidities, hypothyroidism, and intermittent hypoglycemia.

The Mounjaro was increased to 12.5 mg weekly, Toujeo decreased to 40 units at bedtime, and Janumet changed to metformin 1000 mg twice daily.

Followup visit in six months time.
