Eda Von Gerichten continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Proliferative retinopathy.

4. Hyperlipidemia.

5. Coronary artery disease and stent.

6. Memory impairment.

Current Medications: Tresiba 10 units twice daily and Humalog 5 units three times a day.

On this visit, her blood sugars continue to fluctuate and she has occasional hypoglycemic reactions. Otherwise, there were no major changes in her symptoms over the last several months to years.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 112/54, weight 155 pounds, and BMI is 23. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Her recent hemoglobin A1c is 5.5%, satisfactory.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with good control, long-term insulin administration, occasional hypoglycemic reactions, and memory impairment.

Recent program has been changed to Tresiba 8 units in the morning and 5 units at bedtime with NovoLog 3 units three times a day. We will continue to monitor her blood sugars.

The overall situation has been discussed with her son, as both she and her husband are now at an advanced age and may require increasing support in the months ahead.
