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Marian Phelps continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Long-term insulin administration.

3. Multinodular goiter.

4. Hypertension.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

6. Peripheral vascular disease.

Current Medications: Tresiba 13 units in the morning and 9 units in the evening, NovoLog 3 units as needed, metformin 500 mg twice daily, Aldactone 25 mg twice daily, clonidine 0.2 mg three times a day, Pravachol 40 mg daily, Zetia 10 mg daily, and Neurontin 300 mg three times a day.

On this visit, her blood sugar control appears to be satisfactory. Although, she did complain of left rib cage pain.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 158/60, weight 153 pounds, and BMI is 28. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with satisfactory control and no major complications at this point. Other previous diagnoses as outlined above.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue the current program as now.

Followup visit in four months time.
