PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has a history of seizures and cerebral palsy.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He had back and leg surgery unknown type.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of smoking or secondhand smoke exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: A well-appearing, happy, no acute distress, 8-year-old male.
HEENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with full range of motion.
RESPIRATORY: Clear. No adventitious sounds noted.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion with no tenderness.

SKIN: Focused exam of the left third digit: At the tip, there is notable erythema, edema with pustular drainage foul smelling. No capillary refill deficiency is noted.
ASSESSMENT: Cellulitis and finger pain.
PLAN: We will treat with Bactrim. The patient instructed to follow up if symptoms worsen or fevers develop to report to the emergency room. All questions were answered. The patient was discharged in stable condition to the sister.
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
