HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a pleasant 30-year-old female who presents complaining of cough for the past two weeks. She states that she did feel like she was sick last week, but much better, however, she has surgery coming up and she thinks she has asthma that has flared-up. She has been using the rescue inhaler. No diagnosis of asthma.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsils and adenoids taken out.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a current smoker.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is an alert and oriented x 3, in no acute distress, 30-year-old female.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Noted mild erythema into the left canal. Nose: Thin rhinorrhea clear. Throat: Mild edema and erythema.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds are normal in all four quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
PLAN/ASSESSMENT: Discussed with the patient options for antibiotic and steroid in office as well as steroid dose pack; the patient agreed, for her bronchitis and asthma exacerbation. The patient was discharged in stable condition with all questions answered with a followup if she gets short of breath to report to the emergency room.
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
