SANCHES, JOHN
Mr. Sanches is a 67-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. Because of the patient’s hypoperfusion, he is more confused, he has lost weight, he suffers from cardiac cachexia, he sleeps around 16 to 18 hours a day. He has KPS score of 50%. He is short of breath. He is eating less, has protein-calorie malnutrition, uses oxygen on a p.r.n. basis and requires morphine to control his pain and anxiolytics to control his sundowner’s syndrome. Overall, prognosis remains poor. He is showing decline while on hospice and continues to decline. He has most likely less than six months to live.
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
