This is a 67-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient also suffers from bipolar disorder, depression, and insomnia. The patient is in severe need of oxygen. She is short of breath, suffers from air hunger, anxiety. She lives alone and has a son 37 years old who is close by. The patient is dyspneic with activity and at rest. Because of her hypoxemia, she is confused most of the time. She also has a history of vertigo related to her hypoxemia as well. She is sleeping majority of the day. KPS score is 50%. The patient requires help with turning to keep her from developing bony ulcerations. She also has decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss is unavoidable and she has profound weakness. The patient continues to be hospice appropriate, continues to decline and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
