POUNCEY, JIMMY
Jimmy is a 79-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of prostate cancer. He also suffers from chronic pain, bony metastasis, shortness of breath, COPD, hypertension, type II diabetes, and diabetic neuropathy. Prostate cancer has metastasized to both lymph nodes causing the patient severe pain. The patient lives with his daughter Sheila Brooks who states that the patient is now spending more time in recliner. KPS score has dropped from 50 to 40%. He requires special care during the day and with decreased appetite and sleeping more frequently. He is also requiring help with ADL and bowel and bladder incontinence. He has unavoidable weight loss. He has lost another 4.5 pounds in the past four to six weeks. The patient is expected to do poorly given his endstage prostate cancer with metastasis stage IV and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
