FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

The patient was seen at her residence at 754 Boeneman Dr, Houston, Texas. The patient is seen with her son Freddy present.
This is a 95-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. She also suffers from COPD, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, pedal edema, and right-sided heart failure. The patient lives with her son. She is blind in the right eye. She is total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent.

The patient requires hospice care to help her with her numerous medical issues and problems including her end-stage congestive heart failure.

The patient is not using her oxygen at this time because of mechanical issues; nevertheless, her O2 saturation is 95% on room air.

The patient has never been a heavy smoker or drinker. She used to work as a custodian in a school system. She has issues with chest pain, shortness of breath, ADL dependence, bowel and bladder incontinence, right-sided heart failure, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, pedal edema 3+, and shortness of breath with activity. The patient requires help of her son and caregivers to live her daily life. The patient is also having issues with sleep; she cannot lie flat, she has history of PND and orthopnea. She will benefit from nitroglycerin by her bedside and must be on her oxygen on a regular basis. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for this 95-year-old woman who wants to die at home, wants to be cared for at home and does not want to ever go back to the hospital again, she tells me with her son present.
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
