REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress at this time.
VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 171 pounds, no significant change. O2 sat 95%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 56. Blood pressure 136/74.
HEENT: TMs are less red. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Bronchitis.

2. Sinusitis.

3. Chest x-ray shows atelectasis left side.

4. Albuterol added.

5. Medrol Dosepak.

6. Finish Augmentin.
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7. Rocephin 1 g.

8. Dexamethasone 10 mg IM.

9. Come back in a week.

10. We will repeat the chest x-ray in next two weeks.

11. If any changes or problems noted, she will call me right away.

12. She definitely is showing improving. I think the steroids will help her improve faster and the chest x-ray needs to be followed up regarding the atelectasis.
