Mrs. Mathison is a 54-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in March 2022. She also had a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and asthma. For her diabetes, she is on glipizide 10 mg twice a day, Januvia 100 mg daily, and Ozempic 2 mg once weekly. She is also on NovoLog 70/30 25 units twice a day. The patient states that she often to take her medication and therefore compliance has been an issue for her. She denies any hypoglycemic. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, we will check a current hemoglobin A1c. The patient states she has difficulty with compliance with the medication. Therefore I will simple her regimen and continue the Ozempic 2 mg once weekly, glipizide 10 mg twice daily, and Tresiba 45 units once daily.

2. I will prescribe the Dexcom G7. The patient takes insulin four times per day as she is on a NovoLog sliding scale as well as Tresiba once daily. For sliding scale secretions today, she makes frequent dose adjustments to her insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring. Therefore, we will prescribe the Dexcom G7.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.
