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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA going into IIIB; it is borderline, but the most important part is that the patient has proteinuria. The protein-to-creatinine ratio at one time was 1.2 g and the patient has been started on Jardiance and also on Kerendia. The patient claims that he is taking both medications. He could not get the urine workup for this appointment because he was in the hospital admitted with pulmonary edema.

2. Arteriosclerotic heart disease. The patient has PCI to the right coronary artery. He has mitral insufficieny. The ejection fraction is between 55 and 60%. The patient has been drinking fluids despite the fact that we have emphasized the need for him to follow a fluid recommendation and a low-sodium diet due to the fact of the above-mentioned conditions. The patient was in the hospital for four days, diuretics were given, the fluid restriction was enforced and he started to feel better. He was discharged with the administration of Jardiance in combination with torsemide 10 mg on daily basis. To the physical examination, the patient does not have any peripheral edema and the lungs are clear.

3. The patient has a history of atrial fibrillation that is paroxysmal. Today, it is very difficult to establish the presence of atrial fibrillation. The heart is regular. There is no evidence of murmurs or gallops.

4. The patient was told to have occlusion in one of the carotid arteries. I could not see the documentation while I reviewed the admission to the hospital, however, he has an appointment with the vascular surgeon to give followup to the carotid artery disease.

5. Essential hypertension that is under control.

6. Hyperuricemia that is treated.

7. Hyperlipidemia that is treated. Due to the fact that we do not have the urine workup, we are going to reevaluate him in a couple of months with laboratory workup. Appointment in two months.
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
