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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of the chronic kidney disease stage IIIA and isolated proteinuria. The patient has maintained very stable and has been following the recommendations. In the latest laboratory workup, the patient has a serum creatinine that is 1.35 and an estimated GFR of 54 with normal serum electrolytes and there is an albumin-to-creatinine ratio of 5 and the protein-to-creatinine ratio is within normal range 77 mg/g of creatinine. The patient has been stable.
2. Regarding the type II diabetes, the patient has a hemoglobin A1c of 5.9.

3. The patient has severe arteriosclerotic heart disease status post coronary artery bypass. The patient has more than 10 stents and, despite this, he maintains a good cardiovascular status, has not been volume overloaded and he has been able to do the activities of daily living without any complications.

4. The patient has hyperlipidemia with elevation of the cholesterol that is treated with the administration of Repatha by the cardiologist on regular basis.

5. Essential hypertension that is under control.
6. He has a remote history of cerebral infarct without any sequela.

8. Since the patient has been very stable, we are going to reevaluate him in six months with laboratory workup.
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
