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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 96-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIB. The most likely situation is that this CKD is associated to hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and aging process. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 05/22/2024, the serum creatinine is 1.3, the BUN is 21 and the estimated GFR is 36. There is no evidence of proteinuria. The urinalysis shows the presence of bacteria that is asymptomatic.

2. The patient has history of anemia that is most likely iron deficiency and B12 deficiency and has remained stable. The hemoglobin is 10.3.

3. The patient has osteoporosis. She could not tolerate the administration of bisphosphonates because she developed severe body pains and abdominal discomfort and it was the decision to stop the medication. She will continue taking the vitamin D and the calcium.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

5. Osteoarthritis. The patient is stable. We are going to reevaluate in six months with laboratory workup.
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
