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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 89-year-old white female that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage V. The patient has a history of essential hypertension, history of cancer of the breast that was treated, hyperuricemia, vitamin D deficiency; all those are contributory factors along with aging process. The patient was released from the hospital 10 days ago. She was admitted because of fever and dehydration. After five days in the hospital, she recovered, she was given oral antibiotics and comes today with a serum creatinine of 3.1 and a BUN of 54 with an estimated GFR of 13.5. The patient does not have significant macroproteinuria, however, the microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio is 83. We are going to continue with the same approach, we are not going to change any of the therapy, continue with the present medications.

2. History of carcinoma of the breast.

3. Anemia.

4. She has a history of hyperkalemia, however, the potassium that was on 05/21/2024 of 5.4 is 5.0 today. She knows the diet.

5. Hyperuricemia.

6. Essential hypertension that is under control. We are going to reevaluate the case in a month because this lady is extremely fragile and whether or not she is going to require renal replacement therapy is unknown. Certainly, we are willing to give the medical treatment that so far has been working well for her.
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
