CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of forgetfulness, left hearing loss, left eye cataract, and follow up after abnormal CT scan of the brain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that lately he has forgetfulness especially addresses and the names. He had a CT scan of the brain in the past and results reviewed and discussed with the patient in detail and it showed lacunar infarction.
The patient also complained of hearing loss in the left ear and was seen by ENT in the past and wanted to have followup. The patient denied any ear discharge or bleeding and there is no significant dizziness.

The patient has left eye cataract and is scheduled for surgery. The patient had preop testing done and is cleared by cardiology. The patient has poor vision in the left eye and he is scheduled for surgery next two weeks.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for anxiety disorder and he is on alprazolam 0.5 mg one tablet as needed.
The patient has a history of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and he is on Eliquis 5 mg one tablet twice a day.

The patient has constipation and he is on Colace 100 mg one tablet as needed along with high‑fiber diet.

The patient has a history of mild gastritis and he is on famotidine 20 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on insulin Aspart according to sliding scale and Basaglar insulin 30 units subcutaneous everyday.

The patient is also taking metformin 1000 mg one tablet in the morning and half in the evening along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on losartan 100 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and family and he still drives without any problem. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable except left eye poor vision and tympanic membranes are intact without any perforation.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance and Romberg test is negative. There are no carotid bruits.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
