CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient complained of pain in both the ears.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that pain in both the ears started two or three days ago since she took Tylenol with some relief and the patient denied any ear discharge or bleeding. She was seen by ENT specialist few weeks ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear discharge, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, or leg swelling.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and she is advised to go to nearest urgent care or emergency room if the pain continues for next three hours.

The patient also stated that she is going to come for followup in next few days and also she is going to call the ENT physician as needed.

The patient is advised to start Tylenol 500 mg one tablet three times a day as needed.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
